17.53: And tell my instructions,
to utter only words Ahsan (The
most beautiful). Surely Shaitaan
penetrates amongst them
through holes in their talks. And
surely Shaitaan is the open
enemy of Mankind.
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Be to the point!

33.70: O you who believe! Be
conscious of Allah! speak to the
point and straight words.

Lower your sights!

24.30: Tell to the believing men
to lower their sights and guard
their openings. That is better for
their purity, Allah is well
informed of all what they do.

24.31: And tell to the believing
women to lower their sights,
guard their openings and not
display their elegance except
what is apparent.They should
put their veils over their bosoms
and not display their beauty
except to their husbands,
fathers, fathers-in-law, sons,
theirstep-sons,their brothers,

24.58: O you who believe!

49.10: The Momins are
brethern. So reconcile amongst
your brothers and be conscious
of Allah, so that you may
receive Mercy.
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..... narrated that prophet (&)
said: momins are like a solid
building, a part of it fortifies
other.

Competition in Sabar

3.200: O you who believe!
Observe patience! complete in
patience! stay steadfast! And
be conscious of Allah so that
you may prosper!

Complete Wazu

5.6: O you who believe! When
you standup for Salaat, wash
you faces, your hands upto
elbows, rub slightly your heads
and (wash) your feet up to the
ankles. If you are unclean,
purify yourselves. If you are sick
on a journey, or anyone at you
has returned after answering
nature's called or you have
contacted women, and found
no water, take clean soil and
rub slightly your faces and
hands with it. Allah does not
intend to put burden on you. He
simply wants to purify you and
complete this blessings upon
you, so that you may become
thankful.
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True Spirit of Salaat

4.43: O you who believe! Do not
go near to Salaat when you are
in the state of sakar, (sleepy,
confused, ignorant, intoxicated,
unattentive) until you

understand as to what you are
saying. Nor when you are sick,
travelling or any one of you has
returned from the call of nature,
or you have contacted women,
and you do not find water, take
clean soil and rub your faces
and your hands. Surely Allah is
Pardoning and Most Forgiving.

Friday Salaat

62.09: O you who believe!
When you are called on the day
of Juma for Salaat; run towards
the zikar of Allah and leave the
business; It is better for you, if
you know.

62.10: And when the Salaat is
accomplished, disperse in the
Land of Allah and search for the
Fazal (bounty) of Allah.

24.27: O you who believe! Do
not enter others, home until you
permitted.

This
attitdue of yours irritates the
Prophet. But he is shy to say
anything to you, in your regard),
but Allah does not take shame
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in telling the Huq (truth). And
when you ask (his ladies) for
anything, ask them from behind
the veil. That is better for purity
of your hearts and theirs. It is
not right for you to irritate the
Messenger of Allah, nor that
you ever marry his wives after
him.

That is best for you, if you
knew.

61.12: He will forgive your sins

dwellings in gardens of Eternity.
That is indeed a great
Achievement.

61.13: And (apart from this)
other rewards that you like that
is help from Allah and a victory
at hand. And give the good
news to the Momineen.

61.10: O you who believe!

grievous punishment?

61.11: Believe in Allah and His
Messenger and strive in Allah's
Sabeel with your wealth and
your lives. That is better for you,
only if you knew.

61.12: (In return) He will forgive
your sins (wrong doings), and
admit you to gardens beneath
which rivers flow and will
provide pure dwellings in
gardens of Eternity. That is
indeed a great achievement.

61.13: And (apart from this)
other (things) that you love, as
help from Allah and a victory at
hand. And give the Good News
to the Momineen (Practising
Believers).

Love of desires

3.14: beautified for the men is
the love of things they desire:
women, sons, Heaped-up
hoards of gold and silver,
horses branded (for rides),
cattles and farms. Such are the
possessions of this worldly life,
whereas with Allah is the best
place of return.
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Trade with mutual
consent

4.29: O you who believe! Do
not eat up your property among
yourselves unjustly except that
it is in a trading by your mutual
consent. And do not kill your
own selves (nafs). Surely Allah
is Merciful to you.

Unlawful Trade

2.188: Do not eat up one
another's property unjustly, nor
bribe the rulers (judges) to
knowingly eat up a part of the
property of others, sinfully.

Credits

2.282: O you who believe!
When you contract a debt for a
fixed term, record it in writing.
Let a scribe write it between
you in equity. No scribe should
refuse to write, He should write
as Allah has taught him. And
the one on whom the debt is
due must dictate. And (while
dictating) He must be conscious
of his duty towards Allah, his
Lord, and must not diminish
anything of what he owes. If he
who owes is of poor
understanding, weak or unable
to dictate by himself, let the
guardian of his interests dictate
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in equity. And let there be two
(2) witnesses from amongst
your men. If two men are not
available let a man and two
women, of your choice to be
withesses, so that if either
forgets the other will remember.
The witnesses must not refuse
when summoned. Do not be
averse to write down (the
contract) be it small or great, to
its fixed term. That is more just
in the sight of Allah and more
solid for evidence. And the best
way to avoid doubts between
yourselves except in the case of
actul merchandise that you
transfer amongst yourselves
from hand to hand. In that case
it is no sin for you if you do not
write it. And have witnesses
when you sell to one to another
and let no harm be done to any
scribe or witness. If you do
(harm to them) then surely it is
a sin on you. Be conscious of
your duty to Allah. Allah teachs
you. And Allah is knower of all
things.

Multiple Interest

3.130: O you who believe!
Devour not usury (Riba),
doubling and quadrupling (the
sum lent). And be conscious of
your duty to Allah, so that you
may be prosperous.

Who are they?
9.34: O you who believe! There
are indeed many among
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Learned men and anchorites
(Raahib), who devour the
wealth of the people and hinder
(them) from the Sabeel of Allah.
And there are those who hoard
gold and silver and do not
spend it in the way of Allah: so
give them the good news of a
grievous penalty (Azaab).

Don't give bad things

2.267: O you who believe!
Spend pure things that you
earned and of that We brought
forth from the earth for you and
do not seek the bad with the
intent to give of that which you
would not happily accept for
yourselves. And know that Allah
is Free of all wants and worthy
of all Praise.

Shaitaan's weapons:
poverty & vulgarity.
2.268: The Shaitaan threatens
you of poverty and commands
you to bahave with vulgarity,
Whereas Allah promises you
His forgiveness and bounties.
And Allah is the Vast, The

Knowledgeful..

Use of good things
5.87: O you who believe! Make
not unlawful (haram) the good
things, that Allah has made
lawful (Halal) for you and
commit no excess: for Allah
does not love those who
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exceed (their) limits.

5.88: And use the things that
Allah has provided for you that
are lawful and pure; and be
conscious of Allah, in Whom
you believe, because of this
(book)

5.54: O you who believe!
whosoever amongst you turns
back from his Deen, Allah will
replace him with the people
whom He loves and who would
love Him; They will strive in His
way and will not fear the taunts
of others; this is a great fazal of
Allah; He gives it to whom He
wants; Allah is All-Knowing.

Lawful

2.172: O you who believe! use
the good things that We have
provided for you, and give
thanks to Allah if you indeed
follow His instructions.

In case of compulsion

2.173: He has forbidden
(declared Haram) for you: the
dead, blood, the flesh of swine
and that on which any name

besides that of Allah has been
taken. But if one is forced by
necessity, without intentional
disobedience, or exceeding the
limits (of Allah's Aayaat) , there
he is no blame. For Allah is
Oft-Forgiving Most Merciful.

2.254: O you who believe!
Spend of that which We have
provided for you before the day
approches when there will be
no transactions/trafficking,
friendships, or intercessions.
And the Unbelievers, are the
wrong doers.

How you get goodness?

3.92: By no means shall you
attain righteousness until you
spend/give freely of that you
love most. And whatever you
spend, Allah knows it well.

Spend secretly & openly

35.29: Those who recite the
Book of Allah, establish regular
Salaat and spend (in charity)
out of what We have provided
for them, secretly and openly,
hope for a trade that will never
bring loss.

He pays back in full

35.39: Say: "Verily my Lord
enlarges and restricts the
sustenance of such of His
servants(who follow his
instructions) as He pleases: and
nothing do you spend in the
least (in His cause) but He
replaces it: for He is the Best to
grant Sustenance.
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Spend per your capacity

65.7: Let "the meansful" spend
according to his means: and the
one with restrieted resources
must spend according to what
Allah has given to him. Allah
puts no burden on any person
beyond what He has given to
him. After a difficulty, Allah will
soon grant relief.

Hurry up!

3.133: Be quick to ask for
forgiveness of your Lord, and
for the Garden wide enough
from the heavens to the earth,
prepared for the Muttaqgin (those
who are conscious of Allah)

Allah loves good doers

3.134: Those who spend
(freely), whether in prosperity or
in poverty; who restrain anger,
and forgive people; for Allah
loves those who do good
(Ehsaan).

Seven hundred times
Reward

2.261: The parable of those
who spend their wealth in the
sabeel of Allah is that of a grain
(of corn) that grows seven ears,
and each ear has a hundred
grains. Allah gives a manifold
increase to whom He pleases:
And Allah cares for all and He
knows all things.
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262: Those who spend their
wealth in the cause of Allah,
and do not follow up their gifts
with reminders of their
generosity or with torture
(Aziyyat), for them, their reward
is with their Lord: on them shall
be no fear, nor shall they grieve.

Kind words & forgiveness
is also charity

2.263: Kind words (Maroof) and
the covering of faults are better
than the qift followed by torture
(Aziyyat), Allah is free of all
wants and He is The Most
Forbearing.

Beware of spouses &

children

64.14: O you who believe!
Truly, among your wives and
your children are your enemies
so beware of them! But if you
overlook their faults, make
amend and forgive them; verily
Allah is Oft-Forgiving, Most
Merciful.
64.15: Your possessions and
your children are but a test: but
in the Presence of Allah, is the
highest Reward.

Lest they cause you to
ignore!

63.09: O you who believe! Let
not your riches and your
children distract you from the
rememberance of Allah;
whoever would do so, they are
"the losers".
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63.10: And spend out of what
we have bestowed upon you
before death comes to any one
of you and then he says "O my
Lord! if You allow me a little
more time | would spend and
would be amongst those who
reform themselves.

One fifth of your gains

8.41: And know that out of all
the booty that you may acquire
(in war), a fifth share is
assigned to Allah and to the
Messenger, and to near
relatives, orphans, the needy
and the wayfarer- if you do
believe in Allah and in the
revelation We sent down to Our
servant (who follow our
instructions) on the Day of
Criterion- the Day of the
meeting of the two forces. For
Allah has power over all things.

Where to spend

2.215: They ask you what they
should spend (in charity). Say:
Whatever you spend that is
good, is for parents and close
relatives and orphans and those
in need and for the wayfarers.
Andwhatever you do that is
good, Allah knows it well.

The Truly Needy

2.273: (Charity is) for those in
need, who, in Allah's cause are
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restricted (from travel), and
cannot move about in the land,
seeking (trade or work): the
ignorant man thinks, because of
their modesty, that they are free
of wants. You will know them by
their mark: They do not beg
importunately from all. And
whatever you spend of good, be
assured Allah knows it well.

2.274: Those who (in charity)
spend of their wealth night and
day, in secret and in public,
have their reward with their
Lord: on them shall be no fear,
nor shall they grieve.

(Anfaal): Extra Spending

8.1: They ask you concerning
(things taken as) gain. Say:
"(such) gains are at the disposal
of Allah and the Messenger: So
be conscious of Allah, and
adjust all matters of difference
between yourselves: and obey
Allah and His Messenger, if you
are real Believers."

Identity of Momineen

8.2: The, Believers are those
who, when the remembrance
(Zikir) of Allah is mentioned,
they feel a tremor in their hearts
(Qalb) and when they hear His
Aayaat being recited on them,
find their Belief strengthened
and put (all) their trust
(Tawakkul) in their Lord;
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8.3: Those who establish Salaat
and spend (freely) out of the
gifts We have given to them for
sustenance:

Full preparation

8.60: Against them, make ready
your strength to the utmost of
your power, including steeds of
war, to strike terror into (the
hearts of) the enemies of Allah
and your enemies and others
besides, whom you may not
know, but whom Allah knows.
Whatever you spend in the
cause of Allah, shall be repaid
unto you and you shall not be
treated unjustly.

8.61: But if they (the enemy)
inclines towards peace, so
should you incline towards
peace and trust (Tawakal) in
Allah: for He is The One that
hears and knows (all things).

Allah is Sufficient for you

8.62: Should they intend to
deceive you,- verily Allah is
sufficient for you, for it is He
who strengthened you with His
aid and with (the company of)
the Believers;

8.63: And (moreover) He has
put affection between their
hearts: if you had spent all that
is in the earth, you could not
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have produced that affection
(between there hearts), but
Allah has produced this love: for
He is Exalted in might, Wise.

8.64: O Prophet! Sufficient for
you is Allah, and for those who
follow you among the Momins.

Respond to Allah &
Rasool (£%) who call you
towards life!

8.24: O you who believe! Give
your answer to Allah and His
Messenger, when He calls you
to that which gives you life; and
know that Allah comes between
a man and his heart (Qalb), and
that it is He to Whom you shall

(all) be gathered.

47.36: The life of this world is
nothing but play and
amusement and if you believe
and be conscious (against Evil),
He will recompensate you for
your actions and will not ask
you (to give up) your
possessions.

47.37: If He were to question
you about them (your wealth),
and press you (to spend), you
would withhold and He would
reveal all your ailings.
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Spending: An Honor

47.38: Behold, you are of those
who are invited to spend (of
your substance) in the Way
(sabeel) of Allah: but among
you are some that are miserly.
So any of you who are miserly
do so at the expense of their
own souls. And Allah is free of
all wants and it is you that are
needy. If you turn back (from
the Path), He will substitute you
with another nation; and they
will not be like you!

They consider spendings
as fine.

9.98: And some of the Arabs
look upon their payments as a
fine and watch for disasters to
befall you: on them will be the
disaster of evil: for Allah is He
That hears and knows (all
things).

Spending:The path to a
closer relationship.

9.99: And some of the Arabs
believe in Allah and the Last
Day, and look on their
payments as gifts bringing them
nearer to Allah and obtaining
the blessings of the Messenger.
Indeed they (their gifts)bring
them nearer (to Him): soon
Allah will admit them to His
Mercy: for Allah is Oft-Forgiving,
Most Merciful.

9.102: And there are those who
acknowledged their
wrong-doings: they mixed thier
good acts with others that are
evil. Perhaps Allah will turn
towards them (in Mercy): for
Allah is The Oft-Forgiving, The
Most Merciful.

9.103: Take Sadqah (a gift) of
their goods, so that you might
purify and sanctify them; and
pray (Dua) on their behalf.
Verily your Salaat is a source of
security for them: And Allah is
All Hearing and All Knowing.

How to waste a charity
264: O you who believe! Do not
make your sadqats (gifts) void
by reproach and
torture(Aziyyat), like one who
spends his wealth only to be
seen by people and does not
believe in Allah and the Last
Day.

5.105: O you who believe!
Against you are your own souls
(Nafs): If you follow the
guidance from Allah, no harm
can come to you from those
who are astray. The return of all
of you is to Allah: it is He that
will show you the truth of all that
you do.

So what you sent forth?

59.18: O you who believe! be
conscious of your duty to Allah,
and let every soul look to what
(deeds) he has sent forth for
tomorrow. And be conscious. of
your duty to Allah: for Allah is
well-acquainted with (all) that
you do.

Believe before it is late!

4.47: O People of the Book!
Believe in what We have (now)
revealed, verfiying what was
(already) with you, before We
change the face and fame of
some (of you) beyond all
recognition and turn them
backwards or curse them as
We cursed the people in Sabt,
for the command of Allah will be
fulfilled.
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4.48: Allah forgives not that any
should be joined with this (i.e.

Who ever
disbelieves in Allah and His
Malaika and His Books and His
Messengers and the Last Day,
truly he has wandered far
astray.

Follow! don't waste your
deeds!

47.33: O you who believe!
Obey Allah and obey the
Messenger, and do not make
your deeds null and void
(Baatil).

4734: Those who disbelieved
and stopped people from the
way of Allah and then died
disbelievers, Allah surely will
not forgive them.

47.35: So do not give up and
invite towards Peace, you will
overcome (and be victorious)
for Allah is with you, and will
never put you in loss for your
(good) deeds.
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Do true atonement!

66.8: O you who believe! Turn
to Allah with sincere
repentance: In the hope that
your Lord will remove from you
your ills and admit you to
Gardens beneath which Rivers
flow- on that Day Allah will not
permit the Prophet and those
who believe with him to be
disappointed. Their Light will
run forward before them and by
their right hands, as they say,
"Our Lord! Perfect our Light for
us and grant us Forgiveness:

Allah's great bounty
3.164: Indeed Allah did confer a
great favour upon the believers
when He sent among them a
Messenger from among
themselves, reciting on them
the Ayaat of Allah, purifying
them and giving them the
knowledge of the Book and
Wisdom, while before that, they
had been obviously astray.
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(Notes)
O You Who Believe

Points to follow:-

Before we begin with the aayaat addressing to
Imaanwala(Believers) it is essential to know
certain principles. Without practical
implementation of these basics in our daily lives
it is impossible to secure the stage (rank) of a
Momin (Practical Believer).

The choice is ours; to agree or to disagree with
the following principles.

1.  Whenever someone claims 'l believe', from
that moment his whole life, his possessions and
those things which are dear to him such as
investments, funds, land, house etc become the
property of Allah. He agrees to surrender
whatever he possesses before Allah and makes
a commitment to spend them in His way. In
exchange he expects and receives Allah's
pleasure and Heaven (Jannah). [9:111]

2. In order to become a Momin (Practical
Believer) an Imaanwala (Believer) has to prove
himself by striving on two things. ,

i. There should remain no doubt in the
bargain he makes with Allah about his life and
possessions.

ii. He must give practical proof of his
transformation from an /Imaanwala (Believer) to a
Momim (Practical believer) and be ready to place
his life and his possessions before Allah when
the situation arises ie spend both in Allah's
cause without any 'ifs, buts, this or that'.[49:15]
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3. An Imaanwala (Believer) always asks
questions after listening to and reading the
Quran. If he asks questions based on his
pre-conceived thoughts and ideas and without
reading the Quran,there is possibility that he may
commit denial.

[6:101]
4. We become a solid Imaanwala (Believer)
only if we do not belong or associate ourselves
with any group nor keep affiliations with any sect,
[3:100]

CHARACTER OF A BELIEVER

5. In order to improve his Imaan (Belief) an
Imaanwala (Believer) must maintain Tagwa and
be conscious of Allah's aayaat in every action
and every deed. He must maintain this
consciousness (Taqwa) till the day he dies.
[3:102]

6. Only physical Ruku and Sajdah is not
complete submission. We must also surrender
our selves and our thoughts to Allah's
commandments, only then can we achieve
prosperity.

7. Allah Himself chooses an Imaanwala
(Believers) as He wishes. He has not put any
difficulties in His Deen for us. We are only and
only Muslims. As an Imaanwala (Believer) we
must establish Salaat, pay Zakaat and hold on to
Allah through His commandments as mentioned
in the aayaat i.e. we must justify our every deed,
every action, every practice with the aayaat of
Allah. [22:77-78]
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8. The only way to be a successtul Imaanwala
(Believer) is to enter into Islam whole heartedly
with a complete surrender and 100% submission
to Allah, because There is no one who does not
need Allah in every moment of his life. That is
why an Imaanwala (Believer) should follow
Allah's Instructions every moment of his life.
After Allah's Aayaat have been made clear to us
and if our acceptance and practice is not 100%,
it is impossible for us to be a successful
Imaanwala (Believer).[2:208-209]

9. An Imaanwala (Believer) cannot ask Allah for
exemptions from any of his deeds or actions.
However, he can ask Allah for time to work on
his weaknesses and correct himself. [2:104]

10. An Imaanwala (Believer) should not
mistake relaxation in time with exemption. Satan
(Shaitaan) also gets time to work on our
weaknesses to lead us astray. This is why an
Imaanwala (Believer) should not waste time and
correct himself as soon as possible. [15:36]

11.  Allah has instructed Imaanwala to
remember their duties and boundaries which are
compulsory (farz) on them through His Aayaat.
Only then Allah will fulfill the promises He has
made to us through His aayaat. He warns
against dening of his favors He has bestowed
upon us. He says "You remember Me and | will
remember you". [2:152]

12. If an Imaanwala (Believer) wants Allah's
help and co-operation he can only get it by
following Hisinstructions with patient
perseverance (Sabr) and Salaat. And indeed
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whoever patiently perseveres tor Allah through
His aayaat, Allah is with him which means
success is with him. [2:153]

13.  Allah informs an Imaanwala (Believer)
before hand that in order to become a Momin
(Practical Believer) he must be ready to be
tested at all times with his life (in all the things
which are precious to him), hunger (in all his
desires), fear (of losses or gains of this world)
and loss of wealth at all times. [2:155]

14. A common Mussalman recites "Inna lilahi
wa inna ilaihi rajioon" only at the time of
someone's death whereas an Imaanwala
(believer) does so during all ups and downs, in
good or bad times, in every painful and difficult
situation, announces that "To Allah we do
belong, and to Him we do turn (for guidance)"
[2:156]

15. An Imaanwala (Believer) who turns to
Allah in every situation and looks for solutions,
deserves Allah's blessings and Mercy and for
him alone is Allah's guidance. [2:157]

16. Fasting has been made compulsory (farz)
on Imaanwala (Believer), during Ramadan, for a
certain time, whenever Halaal (Permitted) things
are made Haraam (Prohibited) for us, that we
become conscious (Taqwa) of Allah's instruction
and strengthen and improve the performance of
our duties. The meaning of Saum is to stop and
if we do not enhance our consciousness (Taqwa)

we will waste Ramadan. [2-185]

17.  An Imaanwala (Believer) while preaching
must explain only Allah's aayaat and not discuss
his own philosophy. It does not matter whether
the listener becomes a Momin (Practical
Believer) or not. That is between him and Allah.
Also an Imaanwala (Believer) has no right to
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judge and call anyone an unbeliever (Kafir).

People usually say this to gain worldly benefits.
[4:94]

18. Despite being an Imaanwala (Beliéver)
we have many weaknesses and bad habits that
are visible. Allah wants to purify us of these and
tells us that one group should not make fun of
another group and women should not make fun
of other women, neither should they make false
accusations nor call each other by names. Allah
calls suspicion a sin because through suspicions
people suffer from many psychological problems,
mental pressures, delusions and confusions.
Because of suspicions we remain curious about
other people's business and end up back-biting
and gossiping about others. [49:11-2]

19.  Allah instructs us to avoid intoxicants,
gambling, talking in the air and image worship,
which are acts of Satan (Shaitaan) and these are
rijs (filth and dirt) in the sight of Allah. Such acts
of Satan (Shaitaan) do not allow us to prosper,
provoke enmity and hatred and keep us away
from Allah's remembrance (Zikar) and Salaat.
For this reason an Imaanwala (Believer) must
avoid these acts as Allah's remembrance (Zikar)
and Salaat are the path to the Hereafter
(Aakhirat). [5.90-91]

20.  Allah instructs an Imaanwala (Believer) to
be conscious (Taqwa) of the way he talks and
whenever he speaks he must use the best
choice of words i.e. such words that do not hurt
one's pride, words that are uttered with

(85)
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understanding and respect of others' feelings
and which are within the boundaries of Allah's
aayaat. Through loose talk, Satan (Shaitaan)
puts negativewhispers and disobedience
(fasaad) in our hearts and Imaan (Belief)
breeding enmity and grudges, thereby destroying
not only one's personality but also one's Imaan
(Belief). 17:53

21. Allah instructs an Imaanwala (Believer) to
be conscious (Tagwa) and to speak to the point,
to avoid many problems, delusions, misunder-
standings and lies. [33:70]

22.  Allah explains to the Imaanwalas
(Believing Men and Women) their limitations of
there sights. They must control their sight
(Basaarat) and guard their modesty maintaing
control of themselves to stay within the
boundaries of Allah's aayaat i.e. they should
keep themselves clean from worldly sins. An
Imaanwali (Believing Woman) is instructed to
cover herself (i.e. head and chest) and limit
herself from unnecessary exhibition of her
beauty except where her life is at stake in which
case there is relaxation. She should not walk in a
way that reveals her maner body, hence dancing
is not allowed. [24:30-1]

23. Allah instructs Imaanwala on good
manners and decencies of private life. There are
3 times of personal rest, when it is mandtory ask
permission before entering one's home or
bedroom. [24:58]

24. Whenever an Imaanwala (Believer)
testifes witness, it is mandatory for him to do so
remaining within the boundaries of Allah's
aayaat. Just swearing upon the Quran or by
placing one's hand on the Quran is not enough.
To bear withness he must have an aayat of Allah
in his support, regardless of whether his
evidence is against himself, his parents or his
relatives. An Imaanwala (Believer) must never
follow his own desires while bearing witness.
True justice is beyond favoritism. [4:135]

25. Allah makes an Imaanwala (Believer) into a
Momin (Practical Believer) who not only stands
for justice in the matters of Allah, His Messenger
(Rasool) 5@‘1& and his relatives but also with his
enemies i.e. even the enemies are assured that
their rights will be protected. [5:8]

26. Men forecably take over the rights given to
women by Allah because they consider women
their property. Allah calls this inheritance of
women's right by force. [4:19]

27. Sometimes amongst Imanwalas divorce
happens before the marriage is consumated
precedes physical relationship, in such situation
Allah instructs an Imaanwala (Believing men) are
directed to give suitable gift to the Believing
women before returning them back to their home
in a nice manner. In this case the period (/ddat)
does not apply. [33.49]

28.  Allah instructs an Imaanwala (Believer) to
act as a neutral party, and resolve itt any where
there is a dispute between two groups of
Imaanwalas (Believers). He must stand for those
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who are on the right side. Here Allah is referring
about these Imaanwalas (Believer) who has
distanced themselves from any kind of sectarian
sin. Allah calls these Imaanwalas (Believers) "the
brothers of each other" because they follow
Allah's Instructions, their hearts(Qalb) beat
together.[49:9-10]

29. Allah instructs Imaanwala (Belivers) to
outperform each other when striving in the way
of Allah by perseverance of Sabr and to remain
steadfastness and be conscious (maintaining
Taqwa) of Allah's aayaat so that they may
prosper. [3:200]

30. In this aayat Allah instructs the Imaanwala
(Believer) how to perform Ablution (wudu). [5:6]
31.  Allah prohibits the Imaanwala (Believer)
from Salaat when he is in a state of (Sakar) i.e.
when sleepy, ignorant, lacking concentration,
intoxicated, because in this state he will not
understand what he is saying and will not be
able to establish Salaat correctly. [4:43]

32.  Allah educates the Imaanwala (Believers)
the decencies of life. Before entering someons'
home, he must ask permission and when he is
allowed he must greet the inhabitants. If he finds
no one at home, he must turn back. These are
good manners which are essential for the
creation of a good society. [24:27-29]

33. Allah addresses the companions of the
Prophet (PBUH) and teaches them discipline to
enter the Prophet's home only when they are
invited and to avoid friendly conversations.
Because the Prophet cared about their feelings
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he was not strict with them. This is the reason
why Allah revealed this aayat. Also they are
instructed to speak to the Prophet's wives within
the boundaries of Allah's Ayaat. Marriage (Nikah)
to the Prophet's wives has also been prohibited
(Haraam) in this ayat. [33:53]

34.  Allah invites the Imaanwala (Believer) to
make a trade that will save him from a painful
punishment, as it is within man's nature to trade.
The trade is to strive in Allah's cause with his life
and possessions. Allah will forgive his sins and in
return promise to give him all that he loves and
desires in this world and even more in the
Hereafter. So what do you say - do you want to
make this trade? [61:10-13]

35.  Allah describes to the Imaanwala
(Believer) the principles of doing Business. That
should not do any fraud all bargains or trade
deals must be made through mutual
understanding because usurping others property
is forbiddden. [4:29]

36.  Allah reminds the Imaanwala (Believer)
once again, that he must not consume others
wealth nor commit fraud nor bribe as judges
because these acts are sins. Imaanwalas
(Believers) of this caliber are necessary for a
healthy and prosperous society. [2:188]

37.  Allah gives us an example of Imaanwala
(Believer) who prefers to ignore the Aayaat and
does not practice them. Allah wanted to raise his
ranks with His Aayaat but instead he ignores
them and so Satan (Shaitaan) becomes his
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partner. If we ignore Allah's instructions and
follow our own desires, Allah, through this
example, tell us that we will remain unsatisfied
for the rest of our lives and will keep running
after "more and more". [7:175-176]

Now the choice is ours

With all the aayaat explained above, Allah wants
to raise our status. We have to choose whether
we want to live according to Allah's aayaat or live
a life running after worldly gains. After this, we
will not be able to blame Allah for our ignorance,
Nor will we be able to give excuse that we did
not have knowledge, He has made everything
clear to us through His Aayaat.
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Verily those who divide their religion and break-up into sects, you have not even least

concern with them; their affair is with Allah: He will tell them what they used to do.
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
